Specialist consultancy TrioPlus
is determining the value and
importance of the UK grounds
management sector by
investigating the number of
facilities in the UK, the number of
people employed, employment
trends and associated matters

(such as benefits and salaries in
relation to skills, qualifications and
length of service), training and
skills, and minority representation.

Geoff Webb, 10G chief
executive, comments: "Key data
about the grounds management
industry is at best anecdotal and
we want to drill down and find
the information that really drives
our industry.

"We already know that young
people and skilled individuals
entering the industry are very low
in terms of numbers and if this is
not urgently addressed it will
result in a real crisis in terms of
grounds preparation and
maintenance during the next 10-
15 years.
