Founded by Mile
Seaton, a fellow of the
Institute of Groundsmanship
{(19G), The Lawn Society will
offer public discussion
forums, maintenance guides
and diagnoses of turf
problems, including pests,
diseases and weeds. Seaton
explains: “Healthy, desirable
grasses absorb atmospheric
toxins and convert carbon
dioxide to oxygen. Green
roofs are encouraged by
some urban planners, while
wildflower meadows and
rough grass are areas back in
favour. Each type of ‘lawn’
comprises different grass
species with individual
maintenance needs and The
Lawn Society will embrace all
aspects of grassed area care.”
Seaton visited the RHS
Chelsea Flower Show in May
to assess the quality of the
turf in the various exhibits.
His gold award went to
Brian Alabaster’s statues,
silver-gilt went to Robert
Myers’ Forthum & Mason
garden, silver went to
lllusionesques and bronze to
Notcutts. “The RHS is great
on flowers at the show, but
awful on grass and it’s about
time that good lawns were
given their due,’ he
commented, while calling on
the RHS to create a judging
classification devoted to turf.
